Dear Parents of Fourth Grade Students:

Next fall we will continue the program called “Skills for School Success” in third, fourth, fifth, and sixth grades at Benjamin Rush. This program is designed to teach your child critical organizational and study skills that are needed to respond successfully in school. 
The program stresses basic organizational skills that all students need. Students will be taught how to organize their materials using a standard notebook.  In addition, students will be taught time management skills such as how to record assignments on an agenda and how to use the agenda to plan home study.  The agendas will be ordered by the school and passed out to students in the fall.  

Students are asked to supply the following:
1. Notebook - a standard three-ring notebook with metal rings, 2” thick, simpler the better.
2. Notebook paper - three hole punched, WIDE RULED (please no colored paper)

3. Plastic or cloth pouch – a zippered pouch with holes that can be placed in a notebook.  This pouch will be used for pencils, pens, etc.

4. Set of colored pencils
5. Crayons – at least 16 colors (round)
6. Pencils - #2 (soft lead) – 1 dozen (additional mechanical pencils are optional)

7. Ruler - 12” wooden OR plastic, marked in both English and metric units

8. Eraser - “Pink Pearl” type

9. Two red ball point pens
10. Small glue bottle - white glue (Elmer’s Glue-All)

11. Scissors - 6” to 8” pointed

12. Three glue sticks

13. Calculator - at least 3”x 5”; no miniatures; should have basic functions (equal, plus, minus, times, divide, percent, square root, memory).
14. Two black thin felt tip markers (“Flair” type)

15. One container/box of baby wipes – UNSCENTED
16. One box of Kleenex-type tissues
17. Three folders
18. Magic markers (thick or thin set)
19. Four spiral bound notebooks (70 sheets, wide-ruled)
20. One pencil box (no oversized boxes please)
21. 3 reams of white copy paper

Keep this list to refer to this summer as you gather your child’s materials for the fall.

We think that teachers, students, and parents benefit when students increase their organization and study skills. Thank you for helping us take the first step toward a well-organized student.
