Dear Parents of Fifth Grade Students:

Next fall we will continue the program called “Skills for School Success” in third, fourth, fifth, and sixth grades at Benjamin Rush. This program is designed to teach your child critical organizational and study skills that are needed to participate successfully in school.

The program stresses basic organizational skills that all students need. Students will be taught how to organize their materials using a standard notebook.  In addition, students will be taught time management skills such as how to record assignments on an agenda and how to use the agenda to plan home study.  The agendas will be ordered by the school and passed out to students in the fall.
In order to teach these skills, we need your assistance when purchasing school supplies for next year. The following materials will be needed:

1.
Binder - a standard three-ring zippered binder with metal rings, 2-3” thick. 
PLEASE NO “TRAPPER” BINDERS (TRI-FOLD) OR TWO-SIDED BINDERS.  Cloth-type binders are preferable because of durability.
2.
Plastic or cloth pouch - a zippered pouch with holes that can be placed in a notebook. This pouch will be used for pencils, pens, etc.

Other materials which the Lake Washington School District requires each student to supply:

1.    A package of notebook paper - 3 hole punched, wide ruled 

2.    Ruler - 12” ruler, marked both in English and metric unit

3.    A pack of pencils - #2 soft lead (additional mechanical pencils are optional)


4.    Eraser - “Pink Pearl” type, NO NOVELTY TYPE ERASERS

5.    Crayons - at least 16 colors (round)

6.    3 reams of white copy paper

Other materials which the 5th grade teachers require each student to supply:

1.
5 personal glue sticks, WHITE ONLY – no colors

Small Elmer’s glue

Scissors - 6” pointed

Colored pencils

Magic markers - (thick set)

Package of red ballpoint pens

Package of black Flair pens - no Sharpies

Box of Kleenex type tissue (minimum 150 count)

One container of disinfectant wipes

One divider with a pocket or a Pee Chee type folder for use in the binder -
**School provides the subject dividers

Small calculator
12.
Flash drive/USB, if you do not have Internet access at home
13.
Three (3) Spiral notebooks – standard 8 ½ x 11 size

14.      Highlighter – NEED TO KNOW HOW MANY, WHAT KIND
